Sierra Orchards is owned by sustainable farming
pioneer Craig McNamara.

On purchasing the farm in 1980, McNamara was
surprised to inherit an orchard of slowly maturing
black walnut trees destined to be used for craft-
ing gun stocks.

McNamara is the only son of Robert McNamara,
former United States Secretary of Defense
(1961—68) and a principal architect of the
Vietnam War.

When Vo started to acquire and exhibit objects
from his father’s estate, Craig McNamara
approached and befriended the artist. He subse-
quently gifted him the orchard and its timber
for his artwork.
